Ka Papa Māla‘ao: Lele Koali
The playful nature of children is celebrated in “Mele Pā‘ani E,” a delightful 

song that was composed by Mrs. Katherine Maunakea. Her friend, Mrs. Alice 
Namakelua, had composed “Lele Kowali” remembering the fun she had in her 

childhood days swinging on swings made from morning glory vines.

Nā Kamāli‘i Wāhine o Case Middle School: Moanike‘ala
The title translates as “Fragrance-that-lingers-in-the-air.” This song is 
one of those that will linger in your thoughts well after you hear it and 

see it in hula.

Ka Papa ‘Ekahi: Ho‘olele au i Ku‘u Lupe
In traditional Hawaiian times, the wind was spoken to in chants as a 
constant companion in hopes of bringing goodness, especially when 

children wanted to fly kites with their parents. “Ku‘u Lupe” takes us to 
those fun days of kite flying.
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Nā Pa‘a Kāhili o Case Middle School: Aloha ‘Ia ‘o Wai‘anae
Wai‘anae on O‘ahu’s west coast is home to Ka‘ala, the highest elevation 
in the Wai‘anae mountains. The coconut tree grove, Pōka‘ı̄, is long gone 
but the memory of its sweetest coconuts are still celebrated. Our pa‘a

Middle School Lei Queen dances of the plumeria’s special perfume.

There is no other song that captures the heart and soul of Hawai‘i other 
than “Hawa‘i Aloha.” The title says it all, “Hawai‘i is Loved.” Reverend 
Lorenzo Lyons (“Makua Laiana”) felt that Hawai‘i is love embodied in 
all its wondrous beauty.
